These are the areas that your child will be studying during the
summer term 2010.

Literacy

Comprehension work will continue to be completed on a weekly basis
and we will continue to practice our handwriting and punctuation
skills.

Big Writing will be completed every week and during this time we will
look at of a range of writing including narrative, recount, explanation
fiction and non-fiction.

During our writing we will also be looking at our V.C.O.P (vocabulary,
connectives, openers and punctuation) as well as the structure and
content of our work.

Spellings will also continue to be given out on a weekly basis and
tested on a weekly basis.

Mathematics

e Add numbers by partitioning, estimate and check by
approximating.

e Subtract 2 and 3 digit numbers, use appropriate ways of
calculating to solve problems.

e Add/subtract near multiples of10 from 2 or 3 digit numbers

e Classify and sketch 2d shapes according to concept of
symmetry.

e Rehearse names/nets of 3d shapes.

e Use scales and know relationship between standard units of
capacity.

e Read simple timetables



e Recognise properties of adding/subtracting odd /even
numbers.

e Recognise negative numbers in context.

e Use doubling, x6 multiplication/division facts.

e Begin to know x8 multiplication/division facts.

e Compare and order fractions, locate fractions on number line.

e Recognise equivalence of decimal and fraction forms

e Measure perimeter; know difference between area and
perimeter.

e Construct and interpret bar graphs.

e Round 3 digit numbers to 10/100, round money to £ make
estimates.

e Multiply/divide integers by 10/100, multiply by 5/20 by halving
doubling.

e Subtract HTU-TU, HTU-HTU, check results with inverse

calculation.

Subtract HTU-TU, HTU-HTU by standard method.

Science

Friction - In this unit children build on their existing knowledge of
forces and learn that forces can be measured and compared. They
will also learn that friction is a force that exists between objects
moving across solid surfaces and through the air and water.

Circuits and Conductors- In this unit children will learn to extend
their understanding of circuits and conductors and insulators.
Children will learn to complete a circuit for a device to work and how
to adjust the current in a circuit.



1.C.T

This term we will be looking at modelling effects on screen and
children will learn how to enter instructions to control an on screen
turtle.

Children will also be looking at how to send and receive
communications to/from other parts of the world e.g. email.

ART

Mr Heald will again be teaching the children art and I am sure he will
do an equally fantastic job as last term. The children will be
investigating pattern.

Design and Technology

In this unit the children will be focusing on Control Mechanisms. The
children will investigate different ways in which objects can be made
to move and will then focus on the simple pneumatic systems.

Geography

Connecting Ourselves to the World. In this unit the children will
develop a range of skills including using ICT to improve their
geographical awareness and ideas.



R.E.

This term the children will be undertaking two units of work;

1) How do the beliefs of Christians influence their actions.

In this unit children will gain knowledge and understanding about
Christian teaching on behaviour and action.

2) What is “faith” and what difference does it make?

This unit is designed to give children the opportunity to develop
their ability to work in pairs and to share their own research and
discuss the outcomes, in order to understand the impact of religious
faith.

History

What can we find out about Ancient Egypt from what has survived?

In this unit children will find out about the way of life of people
living in Ancient Egypt from archaeological discoveries.

Modern Foreign Languages

Mr Harvey will continue to teach Spanish for 1 hour per week.

The underpinning qualities and skills that help us manage life and
learning effectively. There are five social and emotional aspects of
learning: self-awareness, managing feelings, motivation, empathy.
